What is MOIS Cup?

MOIS Cup is an English and Japanese debate tournament in Municipal Omiya
International Secondary School in Saitama City. This school event, held every year in
November, encourages students to utilize and develop research, critical thinking,
collaboration, and public speaking skills. In this event, students create their own team
and practice independently with their team members.
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What are the rules for English debate?

1 Each consists of three to five speakers.

2 Affirmative and negative side will be decided on the day of the event.



3 Each team has to follow the time limit for each part.
4 Visuals materials are allowed and can be presented in the affirmative/negative speech.

5 Affirmative, Negative and summary speeches can be given by any member or all
members of the team.

6 In the Question and Answer part, any member of the team can ask and answer the
question. The attack and defense should only happen here.

7 Good manner is essential in a debate. Debating is arguing with strict rules of conduct.
It is not a shouting nor reading match between two sides with different points of view.
Making eye contact, speaking in an appropriate volume of voice, and using gesture are
important points to remember in debating. This will you persuade your audience
effectively.
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What are the criteria for judging MOIS Cup?

MOIS Cup participants will be judge according to the following criteria:

1 Impact of the argument

< easy to follow

< relevant and persuasive,

< evidence, explanations, reasons and examples support the argument



2 Presentation of the arguments

< Every member is active

< The argument is well delivered

< The argument is well supported with visual aids

3 Logic and Relevance

< Relevant and logical questions, comments and responses are delivered

< The team is polite and good mannered

< Questions and comments appropriately challenge the other team’ argument. (For
English Debate ONLY)

<~ Responses effectively defend the team’s position

4 Impact of Summary

< The summary has good structure

<> The summary refers to all of the team’s main arguments and some points raised by
the other team

< The summary is delivered with passion.
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
