What is MOIS Cup?

MOIS Cup is an English and Japanese debate tournament in Municipal Omiya
International Secondary School in Saitama City. This school event, held every year in
November, encourages students to utilize and develop research, critical thinking,
collaboration, and public speaking skills. In this event, students create their own team
and practice independently with their team members. This year, the English high school
division debate will follow the format established by the World Scholars Cup (WSC).

What are the rules for English debate?

1 After speakers are seated and confirmed, the debate topic is shared with both teams.
For 15 minutes, teams may use their computers and any notes to research.

2 After 15 minutes, research devices are put away, and the debate begins.

3 Each speaker receives 4 minutes. They may not be interrupted. They may introduce
ideas, rebut ideas of the opposing side, or restate or add to earlier statements.

4 Itis the custom of this format that the first speaker from each side introduce their
partners, and to define their understanding of the topic and its issues.

5 Between each speaker, there is a preparatory period of one minute. Both teams will
observe the time limitations.

6 Teams will keep in mind that after the debate, they will be giving up to 90 seconds of
feedback and advice to the other time.

7 While the judge will inform both teams of the winner of the debate, the judge will not
provide feedback, interpretations, or advice based on the action and outcome of the
debate. Teams are invited to have guests in the audience to listen and provide feedback.

8 Good manner is essential in a debate. Debating is arguing with strict rules of conduct. It
is not a shouting nor reading match between two sides with different points of view.
Making eye contact, speaking in an appropriate volume of voice, and using gestures are
important points to remember in debating. This will you persuade your audience
effectively.
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What are the criteria for judging MOIS Cup?

MOIS Cup participants will be judged according to the criteria established by the World
Scholars Cup. Within the debate, each member will receive scores according to their
demonstrated speaking manner, method of delivery, and the material (content) of their
speech. Teams will also be assessed for their demonstrated teamwork and ability to
provide peer feedback, with each team member receiving the same score.

1 Manner (Presentation and Appearance)

< How clear was the speech? Were note cards used effectively? Was the tone of voice
varied and appropriate to the context?

< There is no penalty for speaking with an accent. We are listening for fluent arguments,
not fluent English.

< When speaking, did you use gestures? Did you look like you were comfortable and
practiced, or rushed and nervous? Did you seem respectful to judges, teams, and
guests?

2 Method (Organization and Rhetoric)

<> Was the speech clearly organized? Were ideas logical to and easy to recognize? Was
the use of time appropriate?

<> Were conventions of English used to emphasize the idea? Were figurative language,
illustrative examples, and “rule of three” used to help make the contents easier to
understand?

3 Material (Evidence and Rebuttals)

< Did the speech make good use of information connected to the topic? Was specific,
recent evidence used, or did the information come from general ideas about the
topic? Was there enough context to understand the facts or examples given?

<> Was evidence or logical arguments used to challenge the other team’s arguments?
Did you respond to counterarguments against your own ideas? If you were the first
speaker, did you protect against possible arguments?

4 Teamwork (Cohesiveness and Behavior)

< Were the three different speeches effective in supporting a larger idea?

<> Did the teammates appear to support teach other during the debate? Were they
respectful listeners?



5 Peer Feedback (Helpful and Respectful)

< Did your comments help understand effective use of their manner, method, and
material? If you gave suggestions, were they constructive? In other words, did you
identify positive, active next steps to improve their speech?

< Was this feedback shared with kindness and courtesy?
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
